MEETING EVENTS

The opening ceremonies included
honoring a departed comrade, Ted
Henderson, by Draping the Charter.

The Service Officer, Brad Wall in-
troduced two guest speakers. The
first was Mrs. Shirley Engle
Who gave a very touching account of
her husband’s, Marvin Engle, inurn-
ment at Arlington National Ceme-
tery.

The Finance Officer, Dave Lips,
reported that the Post has total assets
of $19,796 in several different ac-
counts.

The Vice Commander, Carl Smith,
reported that new membership notic-
es will be mailed out on July 1st for
2005-2006. We currently have 298
members for the year, and our quota
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is 312. We have until June the 6th to
turn in any unpaid members’ dues
for the 2004-2005 year. If you have
not paid your dues, please mail a
check for $25 to the Legion office as
soon as possible.

The Post 305 $500 Scholarship was
awarded to Julie Roach at The
Woodlands High School. Joe Ham-
mond represented the Post at the
presentation

George Gannon reported that they
had a successful orientation for
Boy’s State attendees for the coming
summer. The Post is sending five
boys.

George Bannon then read and ex-
plained the changes to the by-laws
for the second time. A brief discus-
sion followed before the changes
were unanimously approved. The
main change reduces the number of
members required for a regular meet-
ing quorum from 10 percent of the
membership (about 30) to 12 mem-
bers.

There was an animated discussion
about whether to accept a sealed bid
of $3400 for the Mercury Grand
Marquis, as the bid was well below
market value. The motion was made
to accept the bid and passed with one
abstention and one no vote.

The Post elections were held as the
membership voted on the slate of
officers proposed by the Nominating
Committee chaired by Chuck Suhr.
The motion was made to have the
Adjutant cast one vote for each of the
nominated members . The motion
passed unanimously.

The meeting conclusion was fol-
lowed by a dance exhibition by five
teen age dancers from Trick’d Out.

The last week in April, the House
approved (214-211) the Congression-
al Budget Resolution (HConRes 95)
for 2006-2010. This approval by
both House and Senate projects
spending $2.6 trillion and a $382
billion deficit for Fiscal Year 2006.
This includes tax cuts of $106 billion
through 2010, which includes a $35
billion cut in entitlement programs.
Those cuts are $10 billion for Medi-
caid, environmental protection, hous-
ing, education and veterans’ pro-
grams. It does increase spending for
defense and homeland security.
